Minutes of Last Meeting & Matters Arising 
· Minutes were agreed to be a correct record. 

Feedback & Updates

NHS Bolton (including PALS update) – Carol Goodridge 
· No feedback.
Bolton CVS Community Engagement Team – Louise McDade 
· Louise informed that a free Alcohol workshop has been launched which includes a game called Play Your Drinks Right for events.  
· Louise informed Cancer Chancer workshop had been delivered to 1500 residents and 500 workshops took place.  Cancer Chancer has finished but Community Engagement Team will carry it on till January 2012.  

· Louise updated on Noodle Doodle workshop which is a mental health workshop where you decorate heads, there is an exhibition taking place 2nd week in October in Market Place, all are welcome.

Shadow Health & Wellbeing Board

· Karen informed the last meeting took place on 17th August 2011.  

· At the last Shadow Health & Wellbeing Board meeting discussions took place on NHS Reform, it was reported that the GP Consortiums have now been named Clinical Commissioning Groups.   
· Health & Wellbeing Strategy was presented and Karen to request a copy of the presentation that goes out to all members.  
· Karen informed that John Rutherford had put forward a proposed route map for decision making and timescales for the Shadow Health & Wellbeing Board.  

· Karen reported that Bolton NHS Foundation Trust & Greater Manchester Mental Health Foundation Trust were not originally members but it has now been agreed for them to attend future meetings.  

· Karen informed Health Watch will replace all LINKs in the country.  We are still waiting clear guidelines for what shape Health Watch will exactly take.   

· The next meeting of the Shadow Health & Wellbeing Board will be held on Wednesday 14th September 2011.  
Bolton LINKs

· Debbie informed Bolton LINKs are funded till March 2012.  Bolton LINKs will be working towards becoming local Health Watch and building working relationships with others to avoid duplication of work.  
· Debbie stated that Bolton LINKs are working on various projects with Bolton NHS around urgent care and are establishing training modules for volunteers.

Greater Manchester West Mental Health NHS Foundation Trust

· No feedback.
Royal Bolton Hospital NHS Foundation Trust 

· Thaira reported that a consultation took place around DNA (Do Not Attends) where people are not attending their appointments without informing they are unable to attend.  It was discussed that staff would call patients before the appointment as reminder to attend which has made a huge difference in attendance.  
· Thaira informed that the next meeting will take place in October.
Presentation on the Update on the Current Situation and Looking to the Future by John Rutherford, Director of Adult & Community Services, Bolton Council  

· John gave an update on Preventative Grants scheme; in 2010 local authority received approval to review voluntary and community sector contracts which were due to finish or be renewed in March 2011.  
· John informed the grants scheme had originally been £600,000 but now reduced to £400,000.  Due to cuts there was concern that small groups may suffer therefore a grants scheme was developed to assist organisation who fall under the Preventative Services can continue to receive funding. 

· John reported there will be an interest in the outcomes of the services provided by the voluntary and community group.  The 3 areas of interest are; information and advice that keeps people independent and confidence, tackling social isolation, maintaining/improving people’s safe living environment.
· John reported there are 2 forms of grants identified; Innovation Grant up to £5,000 and Outcomes Grant, delivered on the above mentioned areas.  

· John informed that any group can apply for Preventative Grants, the application is quite simple to complete and once successful the grant should last 18 months to 2 years, it will be fairly and equally distributed.

· John stated the final decision will be made by an Executive Member in Council.  Further information will be out in the next few weeks as it has to be in place by 1st April 2012.  
· John was thanked for his presentation; following questions were asked:

· How are outcomes measured?  There will be individual meetings with the groups to see how it can be measured and what will be the impact on services that the groups provide.
· Could a regional group apply if dealing with people from Bolton?  They can but only if it is spent on the citizens of Bolton as the grant is aimed for them.

· How much can a group apply for Outcomes Grant?  Nothing has been set but will be fair as possible.  

Presentation on Update on the NHS and the Bolton Health & Wellbeing Strategy by Jan Hutchinson, Director of Public Health, NHS Bolton
· Jan reported in regards to NHS Reform, the Health and Social Care Bill has its third reading on 7th September 2011 and now will be considered by the House of Lords.  Much of the discussion took place around counselling in abortion services, competition and the role of monitor, the role of the private sector (to be involved in commissioning of health) and the responsibilities of Secretary of State regarding the NHS.  
· Jan informed there are number of issues that require further development and stakeholder engagement in regards to the next steps for Public Health Transition around; public health funding, public health commissioning, public health outcomes framework, Public Health England, Local Authority and Public Health England relationships, public health advice to commissioning, Public Health Workforce, emergency preparedness, Public Health ‘system reform updates’ expected in autumn, further round of ‘Listening Exercise’ via the Future Forum, with a work stream on the public health role of the NHS.
· Jan reported that in terms of Clinical Commissioning Group there are 6 domains in Department of Health toolkit; clinical focus and added value, engagement with patients and communities, clear and credible plan, capacity and capability, collaborative arrangements, leadership capacity and capability.

· Jan informed that Strategic Health Authority will be monitoring on behalf of Department of Health and the guidance on 4 ‘gateways’ to Clinical Commissioning Group authorisation are; Gateway 1 (Oct 2011) Minimum criteria on constitutional factors, Gateway 2 (Oct 2011 – Sept 2012) Sufficiently developed approach to commissioning system management & leadership, Gateway 3 (Oct 2012 – Sept 2013) Robust internal corporate management systems, Gateway 4 (March 2013 onwards) Ready to take on full remit, accountabilities & responsibilities.
· Jan explained why developing Health & Wellbeing Strategy is needed as responsibility of Health & Wellbeing Board will build on NHS Bolton’s Strategic Plan in alignment with Bolton Community Strategy.  To establish joint strategic direction and objectives, support authorisation of Clinical Commissioning Groups, support joint commissioning and ensure coherent and co-ordinated local commissioning plans across NHS, Social Care and Public Health.  
· Jan reported that at the Health & Wellbeing Board away day, the key principles that were identified; tackling health inequalities, an emphasis on prevention, a life-course approach based on an understanding of need and people’s experiences, focus on delivering outcomes and improving health and quality of services whilst also ensuring value for money.  
· Jan spoke about the areas of health and social care needs and the wider determinants of health.  
· Jan stated that the content of the Health & Wellbeing Strategy would cover; description of health need, evidence base/policy drivers/rationale, Strategic Objectives, broad commissioning priorities, key outcome indicators including targets and trajectories where possible.  
· Jan reported that this will be done by a joint strategy development group, mechanisms for drawing on wider expertise including patient and community representative groups at key stages.  Phase 1 will be review of Joint Strategic Needs Assessment, evidence base, policy drivers for each chapter, Phase 2 will be feedback and consultation on Strategic Objectives, Phase 3 will be clear delivery priorities, milestones, performance management framework.  
· Jan was thanked for her presentation.  A copy of the presentation is available on request or on Bolton CVS website; www.boltoncvs.org.uk; following question was asked: 
· Will Clinical Commissioning Groups be providers and commissioners?  Clinical Commissioning Groups will be working closely with the Board and Partners; will be providers and commissioners.
Presentation on Update on Bolton One by John Green, LIFT Programme Manager
· John introduced himself and showed artist impression of the Bolton One building from 2008, floor plan of the building at early stages, floor plan of the building with furniture and picture taken about 4 months ago.  

· John reported building Better Health for Bolton was approved in June 2008.  There are 3 new facilities built which are in operation and Bolton One is the fourth new facility.

· John informed the Bolton One is built to provide the highest standard of accessibility, clinical quality, creates welcoming environment and efficiency.  

· John reported the key principles of the Bolton One is that services should be located to be accessible to those with the greatest health need, services for ambulatory patients do not need to be delivered on the hospital site unless they need to be supported by technology or equipment that is located at that site and clinic based services should be provided over an extended day to maximise use of space and increase accessibility to patients.  
· John informed that the services that will be provided from Bolton One will be; podiatry, thoracic medicine, walk in centre from Lever Chambers, generic outpatients, muscular skeletal service, continence service, equitable access GP’s (Marsden Road surgery), Wellness service.  Other services in the other parts of the building will be; 25m swimming pool with floating floor, 3 community gyms, dance studio, teaching facilities, sports hall and climbing wall which can be used for disabled people.  

· John reported the benefits of the co-location of services in Bolton One are; healthcare patients with services on one site which means no need to visit hospital for out patients clinics, between organisation benefits of signposting people to services, such as exercise classes.  Bolton University School of Health and Social Care will integrate teaching and clinical practice in the healthcare section.  Bolton University will provide sports injury clinics which will allow keen sports men/women accessing council facilities to have access to high quality sports clinics.
· John was thanked for his presentation.  A copy of the presentation is available on request or on Bolton CVS website; www.boltoncvs.org.uk; following questions were asked: 

· Is there any drop off cover for disabled people when arriving at the building?  The drop off point has a cover which will cover the person being dropped off but not the car.

· Are there any car parking facilities for disabled people and how many spaces?  As there is road works going on, unable to specify exactly how many spaces but there will be some located at the front of the building.

· What if shoppers use the car park?  The ticket will have to be validated at reception otherwise there will be a fine to pay.  
Any Other Business

· Thaira informed The Edward Holt Trust wish to invite applications for a capital grant of up to £1.5m which would be used to fund an innovative project for work with the elderly or socially disadvantaged.  Applicants will need to be statutory or not-for-profit organisations situated within Greater Manchester. · Thaira gave out information on Big Lottery Fund which will be shortly rolling out an exciting new challenge to develop great ideas into projects that will pioneer approaches which help vulnerable older people manage change in their lives. · Helen reported The Home Office are launching the Innovation Fund to encourage fresh ways to tackling crime and community safety problems.  The Fund is worth £5million nationally in 2011/12 which will be used to encourage greater community activism and enable communities in Bolton to develop innovative approaches to tackling the local crime issues that matter to them.
