Justine gave a brief explanation of the agenda items.
Social Networking – Just another Way of Communicating?
Sue Tonks from the Soroptomists Bolton, ran an interactive workshop on Social Networking.  She started off with networking in general and the first impressions that we can form with each other.

She also discussed some key principles of networking such as ‘know, like and trust’ and talked about how to state our names in a way that people would remember them.  She went on to inform us how to ‘shine’ when we meet people: - smile, hand-shake, eye contact name and enthuse.

Sue also introduced Linkedin, the social networking site to use to exchange information, ideas and opportunities. 
Justine Watson from Bolton Society for Blind people then went onto discuss the importance of considering  using social networking sites, particularly for accessing Generation Z – those young people born between 1995 and the present day.

Heather Potter from Volunteer Centre Bolton then divided members in 3 groups and discussions took place around how we can use social media networking to fulfill our role, and also look at the potential pitfalls of social media networking. Members were informed about a toolkit that had been designed by Brighton and Hove Volunteer Centre in association with The Red Foundation and Volunteering England on Social Networking.  Members enjoyed taking part in the discussion.  A handout was also given out on the Benefits of Social Media.
